Applicants will pass the examination in the order of the total score* of English proficiency and oral
examination. If there is a lower score in each subject, the applicant may be rejected regardless of the
overall score. In addition, the maximum number of students that can be accepted within a fiscal year is
two students per academic advisor.

11. Early Completion

As a rule, the requirements for completing the Doctoral Program are that the student be enrolled for at least
three years, obtain the prescribed number of units, receive the required research guidance, and then pass both
a doctoral dissertation review and a final examination. However, students who earn exceptional grades while
enrolled may complete the program in one year. However, students who completed the Master’s Program
early will require two years to complete the Doctoral Program.

12. System for Long-Term Completion

For individuals who, because they are employed, etc., will be restricted in the number of units that they can
obtain, and in the time that they can devote to receiving research guidance, over the course of a year or
semester, and who therefore believe that they cannot complete this Program unless they remain in it for longer
than the standard number of years required to complete it (three years), there is a system whereby they can
obtain a degree if they apply for an extension, are judged by the university to merit it, and then methodically
complete the Program over a period of up to six years.

The tuition of individuals thus recognized as long-term students shall be handled as follows: the total
amount of tuition for the three years (six semesters) usually required to complete the Program will be divided
by the number of semesters that the student will remain in the Program and then paid in installments.

Applicants wishing such an arrangement should consult in advance with your academic advisor and Student
Affairs Unit. In addition, please indicate this in your application.

13. Double Degree Program

The Graduate School of Horticulture launched a Double Degree Program for students enrolling in AY2009
onwards with Mahidol University Faculty of Science (Thailand), University of Padjadjaran (Indonesia), King
mongkut's University of technology Thonburi, School of bioresources and technology (Thailand), Mae Fah

Luang University (Thailand) for the Doctoral Program.

Individuals, using their ability to discover issues in Horticulture and Landscape Architecture and
their extensive learning and knowledge in specialized and related fields, should be able to cooperate
and work together with others to develop new insights and values that support our knowledge-based
society.

Curriculum
Policy

1. The program offers Managing Technology in Environmental Horticulture and Entrepreneurship for
Horticulture as basic courses for cultivating knowledge of basic ethics, attitudes and methodology
required of researchers, leaders in higher education, and managers of organizations engaged in
horticulture and landscape architecture. The program also offers a teaching fellow program and a
tutoring system for cultivating leadership skills and providing career and education support.

2. To foster the development of human resources who are capable of engaging in autonomous
research and development and disseminating the results internationally and in an interdisciplinary
manner, the program offers seminar-style courses in the international deployment and management of
academic assets as basic courses.

3. To foster the development of human resources with advanced skills in research and development
and a wealth of knowledge in horticulture and landscape architecture, the program offers a broad
range of specialized courses which allow students to study courses required for research
autonomously.

Overview of Chiba University

On May 31, 1949, Chiba University was founded as a national university under the new national school system by
unifying various schools of the old national school system, including what were then the Chiba Medical School and its
affiliated Medical Department and Pharmaceutical Department, Chiba Normal School, Chiba Youth Normal School,
Tokyo Industrial College, and Chiba Agricultural College. Moreover, the National University Corporation Chiba
University was established on April 1, 2004, whereupon Chiba University came to be administered by that corporation.

When Chiba University began as a national university under the new system in 1949, it was composed of five
faculties (Faculty of Arts and Sciences, School of Medicine, Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences, Faculty of
Engineering, Faculty of Horticulture), one research center (Research Center on Decay) and faculty libraries. The
faculties were then expanded and reorganized several times; as a result, the university is now composed of ten faculties
—College of Liberal Arts and Sciences, Faculty of Letters, Faculty of Law, Politics and Economics, Faculty of Education,
Faculty of Science, Faculty of Engineering, Faculty of Horticulture, School of Medicine, Faculty of Pharmaceutical
Sciences, School of Nursing— as well as faculty libraries, a hospital affiliated with the School of Medicine (Chiba
University Hospital), and various departments, research centers, and more.

In addition, the graduate division, which is founded on the education and research conducted by the faculties, is
currently composed of Graduate School of Humanities and Studies on Public Affairs, Law School, Graduate School of
Education, Graduate School of Science and Engineering, Graduate School of Horticulture, Graduate School of Medical
and Pharmaceutical Sciences, Graduate School of Nursing, Graduate School of Medicine, and Graduate School of
Pharmaceutical Sciences.

Chiba University is divided into five campuses, each named after the district where it is located: Nishi Chiba,

Inohana, Matsudo, Kashiwanoha and Sumida. The Nishi Chiba Campus is the main campus. Situated on a 390,000-m
2 site in front of the Sobu Line’s Nishi Chiba Station, it is where most of the faculties and facilities are located.
The Inohana Campus is on a plateau in Inohana, an area in Chiba City’s Chuo Ward; it is where the School of
Medicine, Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences, School of Nursing, and Chiba University Hospital are located. The
Matsudo Campus in Matsudo City is home to the Faculty of Horticulture, and Kashiwanoha Campus in Kashiwa City
is where the Center for Environment, Health and Field Sciences is located.

In addition, in 2021, a new Sumida campus was established to house the Design Research Institute.
