(1) The applicant has graduated from a university (a university as defined in Article 83 of the School

School Education Act, or expects to be awarded one by March 2023*,

(3) The applicant has completed a 16-year course of study in a foreign country or expects to do so by

March 2023*.

(4) The applicant, by taking, in Japan, classes through correspondence conducted by a foreign school, has
completed a 16-year course of study based on the related country’s educational system, or expects to do
so by March 2023*.

(5) In Japan, the applicant has completed the course of study of a foreign university (such applicants shall
be limited to those who have completed a 16-year course of study in the educational system of the
related foreign country) that is an accredited institution in that country’s educational system and that is
also recognized by Japan’s Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology; or expects
to do so by March 2023*,

(6) The applicant has completed an academic program of either a foreign university or a foreign
educational institution (limited to which its comprehensive progress of education and research have
been evaluated by an external personnel certified by its government or its related agency, or an

Applicants will be selected based on a combination of a written examination of their academic abilities,
an English proficiency (TOEIC L&R/TOEFL/IELTS), an oral interview, and a transcript of their grades.
(2) Examination Subjects (Specialized Subjects)

not taken in the designated subject, the applicant will be disqualified. In addition, some specialized
subjects include questions that test the basic knowledge of each course.
Based on an inspection of their application documents, Japanese Government-sponsored foreign
exchange students who have graduated from a foreign university, trainees from JICA and candidates
for Double Degree Program may be exempted from taking the Specialized Subject.

Diploma Policy

1. The spirit of freedom and independence

As highly skilled experts related to "Horticulture and Landscape Architecture," based upon flexible
thinking skills and deep insight, individuals should be able to act autonomously regarding issues
related to environmental horticulture while acquiring a sense of ethics in science.

2. Involvement in society from a global perspective

Individuals should acquire the ability to think and communicate flexibly from a global perspective to
contribute to the sustainable development of both the global society and the local community.

3. Specialized knowledge, skills and abilities

As highly skilled experts related to "Horticulture and Landscape Architecture," individuals should
acquire deep and specific knowledge in specialized fields as well as knowledge built upon a broad,
interdisciplinary perspective. Using both, they should be able to think flexibly and exercise deep
insight in endeavoring to solve the issues they confront.

4. Excellent problem-solving skills

Individuals should be able to solve problems related to "Horticulture and Landscape Architecture"
that require advanced knowledge and skills, by integrating and organizing related knowledge and
abilities as well as cooperating with others.

Curriculum
Policy

1. The program offers courses in environmental horticulture and professional ethics/researcher ethics
as basic compulsory courses essential for understanding the fundamental principles and ethics
required of highly qualified professionals in horticulture and landscape architecture. Through
seminars and graduate research in horticultural science and landscape architecture, students will
develop an understanding of ethics and basic knowledge, and acquire scientific methodology required
of highly specialized professionals.

2. As basic courses for cultivating internationalism and communication skills, the program offers
Academic Writing and International Relations as compulsory elective courses. In addition, the
program offers seminars and research courses as specialized courses for acquiring specialist and
practical communication skills.

3.To foster the development of specialized knowledge, techniques, and skills, the program offers
compulsory courses, compulsory elective courses, and elective courses for each course of study.,

(a) Compulsory courses: Specialized courses common to a course of study are compulsory. Students
are presented with a blueprint of skills to enable them to understand the academic position of their
research and learning as well as the role of these in society, and to build on the development of their
own research, management skills in science and technology, and policy planning skills.

(b) Compulsory elective courses: These comprise the core of the specialized curriculum, and the
program provides lectures with advanced subject content in each specialized field and the latest
methodologies. The minimum required compulsory units are established for each course to guarantee
balanced studying.

(¢) Elective courses: These are established on the basis of two viewpoints. The first is to provide
specialized knowledge as the basis for compulsory elective courses for continuing students from
other universities and students who are considering commencing a new area of study at graduate
school. The second is to select and take a wide range of courses from a variety of related disciplines
to broaden the scope of one's specialized field and acquire the knowledge and skills for discovering
and solving problems from a broad perspective.

4. The program offers seminars for developing advanced problem-solving skills, and students acquire
exploratory skills through graduate research.

Overview of Chiba University

On May 31, 1949, Chiba University was founded as a national university under the new national school system by
unifying various schools of the old national school system, including what were then the Chiba Medical School and its
affiliated Medical Department and Pharmaceutical Department, Chiba Normal School, Chiba Youth Normal School,
Tokyo Industrial College, and Chiba Agricultural College. Moreover, the National University Corporation Chiba
University was established on April 1, 2004, whereupon Chiba University came to be administered by that corporation.

When Chiba University began as a national university under the new system in 1949, it was composed of five
faculties (Faculty of Arts and Sciences, School of Medicine, Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences, Faculty of
Engineering, Faculty of Horticulture), one research center (Research Center on Decay) and faculty libraries. The
faculties were then expanded and reorganized several times; as a result, the university is now composed of ten faculties
—College of Liberal Arts and Sciences, Faculty of Letters, Faculty of Law, Politics and Economics, Faculty of Education,
Faculty of Science, Faculty of Engineering, Faculty of Horticulture, School of Medicine, Faculty of Pharmaceutical
Sciences, School of Nursing— as well as faculty libraries, a hospital affiliated with the School of Medicine (Chiba
University Hospital), and various departments, research centers, and more.

In addition, the graduate division, which is founded on the education and research conducted by the faculties, is
currently composed of Graduate School of Humanities and Studies on Public Affairs, Law School, Graduate School of
Education, Graduate School of Science and Engineering, Graduate School of Horticulture, Graduate School of Medical
and Pharmaceutical Sciences, Graduate School of Nursing, Graduate School of Medicine, and Graduate School of
Pharmaceutical Sciences.

Chiba University is divided into five campuses, each named after the district where it is located: Nishi Chiba,

Inohana, Matsudo, Kashiwanoha and Sumida. The Nishi Chiba Campus is the main campus. Situated on a 390,000-m
2 site in front of the Sobu Line’s Nishi Chiba Station, it is where most of the faculties and facilities are located.
The Inohana Campus is on a plateau in Inohana, an area in Chiba City’s Chuo Ward; it is where the School of
Medicine, Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences, School of Nursing, and Chiba University Hospital are located. The
Matsudo Campus in Matsudo City is home to the Faculty of Horticulture, and Kashiwanoha Campus in Kashiwa City
is where the Center for Environment, Health and Field Sciences is located.

In addition, in 2021, a new Sumida campus was established to house the Design Research Institute.
